Call to Order:

Commissioner Rothrock Comments:
Commissioner Rothrock welcomed the committee and made the following points:  
New ESOAC Chair:

The Commissioner welcomed Beth Tetrault as the new chair of the ESOAC and Donna Bonessi as the Employment Support Specialist at DRS

Boards and Councils:

The Commissioner informed the group that the Governor was seeking nominations to state Board and Councils and encouraged them to apply.  All governor appointments to a gubernatorial board or commission must go through the Secretary of the Commonwealth’s office.  A web site has been established for this purpose.  The Commissioner encouraged people to apply for appointments. http://www.commonwealth.virginia.gov.  He also informed the group that DRS would be requesting nominations to fill vacancies on the ESOAC and the LTESS Steering Committee.
Governors Executive Order #2

This order covers Efficiencies and Effectiveness Measures. Some initiatives that DRS is implementing are: 

1. New DRS website expected to be ready in July will be more user friendly for clients.
2. Fast Track to Service, for person in last two categories, expected to launch in July.
Town Meeting:

The Commissioner attended a Town meeting in Fredericksburg with Congressman Whitman.  The Congressman discussed a recycling program in the 1st Congressional District that employs persons with disabilities.

Economic Development Grants.

The Commissioner explained that he may be able to set aside additional funds for new grants.  The RFP will be posted shortly.

One Stops 

DRS has developed a presence in each one stop in the state.  However, not all offices may be combined. As additional leases expire DRES will be looking at each one to determine the cost effectiveness of consolidating offices.
New Secretary and Deputy Secretaries:

Commissioner spoke briefly about Secretary Hazel and Deputy Secretaries Hare and Cobb  As Secretary Hazel visits different parts of the state he may be visiting ESO’s.  
Public Comments
Sharon Taylor, Goodwill of Greater Richmond announced a series of free Safety trainings open to all ESO’s. More information is attached.
Old Business
GWU TACE Program Update

Maureen McGuire-Kuletz, discussed the TACE Program’s plan to provide an Employment Services Training and Certificate.  Full scholarships for this training are available to community rehabilitation professionals whose job responsibilities include working directly with employers to achieve job placements, such as job developers, job coaches, transition personnel and VR staff.  Dr. Maguire-Kuletz discussed their training programs as follows:

On-site and Online Trainings

Employment Services Training – 2 day in-person session providing participants with the opportunity to learn about and sharpen their skills in beginning employment services.  Participants who wish to continue on toward a 40 credit hour Employment Services Certificate (ACRE endorsed) will attend two additional instructor-led sessions, and will complete a series of field based assignments within an eight week period.  The initial training is available for approximately 50-60 people and is will held May 18th and 19th this will be followed by Online Trainings –These trainings do not require an in-person component, run for approximately six weeks, and are available at no cost to eligible participants.

Wage and Statistical Research Update:
Kirsten Rowe updated the committee. The University of Richmond staff, David Dean, continues to work on gathering information regarding “return on investment” outcomes for individual Supported Employment.  It is expected that a report will be available at the next ESOAC meeting in July.  Currently they have a pending agreement with SSA to receive data.

VCU/ASD Career Links: 
Richard Kriner updated the group on the Autism PDA study with VCU.  They are looking or 50 participants.  Participants must be DRS consumers preferable in job development or within first two weeks of placement.  More information is attached.
New Business

Call for ESOAC Nominations 
Donna Bonessi discussed the upcoming committee rotations.  She stated that DRS will be seeking three 3-year nominations and one 1-year nomination.  Nominations are due by June 1st.  Nominations should be addressed to Commissioner Rothrock and sent to Donna Bonessi
SELN:
Emily Helmboldt updated the committee on the State Employment Leadership Network (SELN), a project of the Department of Behavioral Health and Develop,emtal Services (DBHDS). The objective is to improve integrated employment outcomes in Virginia.  Currently 17 states around the country are involved.  Sub Groups have been formed to develop priorities and look at policies in place that are barriers to employment services, such as Medicaid Transportation.

LTESS steering committee joined the ESOAC at he table for the joint discussion

2. Orientation of new members
