a. LTESS End of Year Report - Judy Hill provided the LTESS Statistical report on the accomplishments of the FY 2007 LTESS effort. b. Administrative Cost 1.87% - Jack briefed the committee on the fact that the 1.87% will not cover the administrative expenses this coming fiscal year.  He explained that the difference is made up out of the EDF placeholder over the last two fiscal years and projections are that will be insufficient in FY 2008.  These are 100% state general funds of which none are used for the VR match.  He reminded the Committee that in October 2006, the Steering Committee suggested that when DRS needed additional administrative support to come back with a recommendation.  He presented the current language and offered a recommendation.  Since only 66% of the Committee was present, the Committee decided to table the issue until the October meeting for a full committee discussion.

Current language:

A. Recovery of Administrative costs for Long Term Employment Support Services program shall be limited to 1.87 percent each fiscal year.

Recommended Language (change in red):
A. Recovery of Administrative costs for Long Term Employment Support Services program shall be limited to 1.87 percent each fiscal year plus any necessary annual adjustment recommended by DRS.
