Reporting Out

1. Significant Disability (SD) Consumers Eligible for LTESS

a. Jack Hayek presented clarification on the difference between Severely Disabled (SD), Significantly Disabled, and Most Significantly Disabled as it relates to the EES/LTESS program, and the Agency’s current Order of Selection. 2. LTESS Utilization Data

a. Jack Hayek provided a six-month report on the EES/LTESS statistics in a PowerPoint presentation that can be found on the ESSP website under “What’s New”, http://www.vadrs.org/essp/whatsnew.htm.  A request was made to link the population census with the statistics provided on the distribution of allocations by region.  ESSP will include population data with the end of year report.
3. NISH Product/Contracts in Integrated Settings
a. Paul Atkinson, Chair, and Gary Juskowiak, NISH, explained how integration was interpreted by NISH in reference to products and services with ESOs.
b. NISH must have 75% or more persons with disability/25% or less non-disabled for all contracts whether in-house on products, or out in the community on contracts for services.

c. Jack Hayek reminded everyone that integration by DRS is based on non-disabled individuals, not including cadre, working with persons with disabilities not where the work is being performed.
