Jack reiterated the Commissioner’s comments from the ESOAC on the new funding and then Scott Fraley informed the Committee of the impact on LTESS programming with the potential new money ($763,550).  Scott explained with $763,550 three new vendors will be given LTESS allocations of $10,000 each.  Scott also mentioned that DRS would be revising the vendor agreement to allow ESOs to accept “private pay” from individuals who may be not financially eligible for DRS services without the ESO jeopardizing their vendor agreement with DRS.  This does not change the DRS position concerning other entities such as funding from CSBs, DMAS, etc.

Robin Metcalf inquired about the formula for the distribution of LTESS funds and whether or not the formula should be reviewed.  No further action was taken concerning the LTESS formula.  Beth Dugan asked for clarification on the distribution of new LTESS funds.  Jack informed the group that the distribution of new money and the acceptance of new vendors for LTESS support are completed following the guidelines developed by the Steering Committee and approved by the Commissioner.
